· Proposals received after December 12, 2025, may not be considered if an extension has not been requested.

· Proposals will be reviewed by an OAGC conference subcommittee. Notification of the final decision regarding proposals will be communicated by e-mail by January 9, 2026.

· All sessions will last fifty (50) minutes with the option of a double session. Presentations should be structured to allow for audience questions, participation, hands-on practice, and discussion as appropriate within this time frame.

· Proposals should relate to regular classroom teachers or intervention specialists working within classrooms and ideally be tied to the ODEW and/or the OAGC gifted professional standards.  
· Proposal descriptions must be 75 words or less.  The description must be appropriate for inclusion in the academy information. Descriptions exceeding 75 words will not be reviewed.
